QUAD CITIES -- The Quad City Labor Day Parade Alliance will hold their 27th Annual Labor Day Parade in East Moline on Monday, September 6, 2010. On that day, more than sixty union locals, community organizations and businesses will march west down 15th Avenue from 13th Street to 3rd Street in East Moline, IL.  Line up begins at 8:00 a.m. at the John Deere Harvester Works Parking Lot: 1100 13th Avenue, East Moline, IL. The parade commences at 11:00 a.m. and ends at 1:00 p.m.

This year’s Grand Marshall is John Churuvia, 43-year member of Sheet Metal Workers International Union Local 91. Prior to his career with SMWIA 91 John served in the US Naval Reserve. And during the 43 year span of his career, Churuvia served as Business Representative, Recording Secretary, Financial Secretary and President. He also served on the Health and Welfare fund, Local Annuity Trust Fund and Joint Apprenticeship Training Committee. 

In addition to working with the SMWIA 91, John was President of the Great Plains District Council of Sheet Metal Workers, Treasurer of Illowa Labor Management Council, and President of the Tri-Cities Building Trades Council. He was inducted into the Eastern Iowa / Northwestern Illinois AFL-CIO Hall of Fame in 2007.

John also was appointed to and served on a three-man Finance Committee which handled finances for the Sheet Metal Workers International Union. In 2002 he was appointed to the Sheet Metal Workers International General Executive Board in Washington D.C. and served in that capacity, retiring as 3rd General Vice President of the Sheet Metal Workers International Association.
John’s community involvement included a being a member at large on the City of Moline TIF Zoning and Planning Committee as well as a member of the Re-New Moline Development Committee. He and his wife Patricia have been married for 43 years and have two adult children, a son Jeffrey (Chicago, IL) and a daughter Andrea (Mike) O’Leary (Plainfield, IL). They also have two grandchildren, Alyson (8 years old) and Tommy (6 years old). John enjoys golf, collector cars, traveling, spending time with the grand kids, and watching the Chicago Cubs, Chicago Bears and the Boston Celtics.
