United Way will use its volunteer driven funding process to review applications and determine awards. The final decision and announcements of awards will be made in September. The Birth to Work Fund comes from donations made through United Way supporters. During the annual campaign, donors are given the option to direct all or part of their money towards United Way Funded Programs, the traditional pool of money allocated to United Way partner agency programs, or the Birth to Work Fund. 
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
