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$9.4 Million Raised in 2008 United Way Campaign
Campaign sets new record
United Way of the Quad Cities Area raised $9,403,551 during their annual campaign. The announcement was made during a Community Celebration by 2008 Campaign Chair, Dr. Ed Rogalski on Tuesday evening. The total amounted to a 3.3% increase over the 2007 campaign and is the largest amount raised in the history of the organization.
“It is truly heartwarming to see the way this community answered the call to Live United,” stated Dr. Rogalski. “At a time when it would have been easy to say ‘not this year’ the people of the Quad Cities dug a little deeper and gave more than ever before”

Although the total fell short of the original $9.9 million campaign goal, the organization is very pleased with the results. “I am impressed with the generosity displayed by the companies and individuals in our community,” stated Scott Crane, president, United Way of the Quad Cities Area. “Our original campaign goal was ambitious, but the team felt it was important to try to reach it. We are very thankful for the hundreds of volunteers led by Dr. Rogalski and the thousands of donors who made this possible. United Ways across the country are reporting decreases in their campaigns and we have a 3.3% increase.”
The annual campaign kicked off in September and continued at a steady pace throughout the end of the year. Now the work begins for the volunteers who take part in Investment Panels that review program applications and do site visits to make recommendations on how the money can most effectively be distributed. The allocation of funds will be announced in June.
