In 2008, United Way of the Quad Cities Area launched Imagiantion Library - a community-wide
effort to increase the number of children entering kindergarten developmentally ready to learn.
Through Imagination Library children 0-5 living in Scott or Rock Island county are eligible to
receive one, free book per month to promote literacy and a passion for learning.

“United Way is pleased with the success of Imagination Library and the opportunity to celebrate
the iniative with the community,” said Scott Crane, president at United Way. “We estimate that
over 400 Quad City children will receive books for the next year through the resources raised
during the Imagination Library 5K.”

To date, over 13,000 Rock Island and Scott county children have participated in the program.
93% of the parents whose children receive Imagination Library books say they are more
encouraged to read to their children due to having access to books; and 87% responded saying
that receiving Imagination Library books has made their child more interested in books.
