Rock Island County Residents Affected By 2008 Floods

In response to the floods of 2008, United Way 211 collaborated with the Long Term Recovery Coalition to determine what unmet needs still remained for Rock Island County residents affected by the disastrous floods.  The information collected allowed the group to pursue and secure grant money for those specifically affected by the June floods of 2008.  Funds for Rock Island County residents have been earmarked, and the group is continuing to work with 211 and Rock Island County to distribute the funds through the Illinois Disaster Assistance Program (IDAP).

Applications have been sent out to Rock Island County individuals who registered at one of the numerous agencies associated with the floods.  However, residents affected by the floods that have not been contacted, may be eligible to receive help.  Property owners, or anyone who can provide proof of residency in Rock Island County, and can prove damage in their home resulted from the June floods of 2008, can apply for assistance. 

The grant money can be used to repair, rebuild, or replace essential spaces and/or items that were damaged due to the flood. Individuals need to complete an application, sign it, and return it to the Long Term Recovery Coalition. Appointments will be scheduled and further information will be gathered.  Each case will be presented to the Long Term Recovery Committee for review.  Clients will be notified of the decision or if further information is needed.
